1. MOTIVATION
Briefly describe the motivation for this work. Identify the objectives of this work.
2. INTRODUCTION

Frame the problem by describing the current state of the art and  pointing out where efforts have failed to overcome the problem.

Do NOT EVER plagiarize!!! NEVER EVER (NO MATTER WHAT) copy and paste a sentence from another source, no matter how good it sounds. I WILL find out! Distill the information so that it makes sense to you and cite the appropriate reference that supports your logical argument. Cite a reference only once in a paragraph to support your argument.
Use a 9-point Times Roman font. All material on each page should fit within a rectangle of 18 x 23.5 cm (7" x 9.25"), centered on the page, beginning 2.54 cm (.75") from the top of the page and ending with 2.54 cm (1") from the bottom.  The right and left margins should be 1.9 cm (.75”). The text should be in two 8.45 cm (3.33") columns with a .83 cm (.33") gutter.
3. METHODS
The methods section is where you describe clearly and precisely how to replicate your work. In other words, another student should be able to read this section and reproduce what you did. It is a major problem if I or they can’t do this. Make sure to 
4. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Link your results to your hypothesis. Discuss how the results enhance our scientific understanding (implications). Identify future directions.

The heading of a section should be in Times New Roman 12-point bold in all-capitals flush left with an additional 6-points of white space above the section head.  Sections and subsequent sub- sections should be numbered and flush left. For a section head and a subsection head together (such as Section 3 and subsection 3.1), use no additional space above the subsection head.

4.1 Subsection
The heading of subsections should be in Times New Roman 12-point bold with only the initial letters capitalized. (Note: For subsections and subsubsections, a word like the or a is not capitalized unless it is the first word of the header.)

4.1.1 Subsubsections

The heading for subsubsections should be in Times New Roman 11-point italic with initial letters capitalized and 6-points of white space above the subsubsection head.

4.1.1.1 Subsubsections

The heading for subsubsections should be in Times New Roman 11-point italic with initial letters capitalized.

4.2 Subsequent Pages

For pages other than the first page, start at the top of the page, and continue in double-column format.  The two columns on the last page should be as close to equal length as possible.

4.3 References and Citations

References should be published materials accessible to the public. You should have at least ten (10) relevant references, including 2-3 review articles. Provide a numbered list at the end of the article and referenced by numbers in brackets [1]. See the examples of citations at the end of this document. Use footnotes to cite URLs

Proprietary information may not be cited. Private communications should be acknowledged, not referenced (e.g., “[Robertson, personal communication]”).

5. FIGURES/CAPTIONS

Place Tables/Figures/Images in text as close to the reference as possible (see Figure 1).  It may extend across both columns to a maximum width of 17.78 cm (7”). To add a caption to a figure, use “Insert>Reference>Caption” and refer to it in the text using “Insert>Reference>Cross-Reference”. Refer to your tables and figures at least once in your document!
Captions should be Times New Roman 9-point bold.  They should be numbered (e.g., “Table 1” or “Figure 2”), please note that the word for Table and Figure are spelled out. Figure’s captions should be centered beneath the image or picture, and Table captions should be centered above the table body.
